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Free classes, led by the Food Bank’s Registered
Dietician, help individuals and families make smart
choices at mealtime. Classes are free and open to
income-eligible individuals.

Provides families with quality fruits and vegetables.
FFFF distributes more than 100,000 pounds of produce
to more than 3,600 families each month.
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In partnership with existing after-school
programs, the Food Bank provides more than
35,000 meals each month to more than 2,800
children in need.

Each month, HOPE sites provide 20 pounds of
groceries to more than 2,400 elderly
individuals who must often choose between
paying for medicine, utilities, and food.
